It was clear that these past month
taught us we need to look outside South Dakota for the depth of expertise to maximize
our Aleph Ex Libris system. For example, v.19 is already available and v.20 is in test prod
The Executive Committee believes it is critical to continue moving forward with new Aleph
leases, even as we begin looking at other alternatives for our automation future. Too ofter
past months, the answer to our requests for improved functionality were greeted with the
response, fAitds in v.19.0 We want that

The Executive Committee has, however, encouraged Warren Wilson to negotiate with staf
North Dakota or Minnesota to assist us in our next migration. As member libraries we kno
was a mistake to rely on Ex Libris for support during the v.18 migration.

In addition to establishing a timeframe for the next migration we will be encouraging SDLN
and interested member librarians to evaluate the SFX/MetaLib products for a decision abo
whether to continue these subscriptions or substitute competing software. Finally, we hop
arrange demonstrations of front end options that would make our OPAC more user friendly

Lastly, we are grateful for the work of the South Dakota members of the MEIR Task Force
Erickson, State Library, Robert Russell, NSU, Laura Wight, SDSU and Lisa Brunick, Augu
for evaluating electronic databases in conjunction with colleagues from North Dakota and
sota. While we are still waiting for information from MINITEX, we do know that access to ¢
bases will likely change as SDLN and the State Library partner to maximize resources whi
trolling costs.
