This has been a very busy spring. The Legislative Issues Committee has
been working hard on developing our platform for the upcoming legislative
season. Two major input meetings have already occurred in Sioux Falls and
another in Rapid City. The committee will be bringing their
recommendations to the SDLA board meeting that will be held on July 14 at
Cedar Shores in Chamberlain. Under the Board’s direction, our two
lobbyists have done a very credible job in conveying our ideas to the
legislature. Greta Chapman and her committee members have worked hard
in promoting SDLA to the legislators in both the House and the Senate. Deb
Hagemeier also has had two input meetings on updating SDLA and asking
members how we can improve what we do and how we do it. She challenges
each of us to take a personal interest in our professional organization.
Additionally, Deb has been working with a PR committee to get the word out
to everyone about SDLA.

Ann Smith and her committee have spent the spring and summer developing
K-12 library standards. There has been a lack of standards and direction for
K-12 libraries since the time that all mandates were repealed under the
Janklow administration. Librarians, teachers, and many administrators
believe that there is a strong need for reestablishing standards for libraries.
Ann will be presenting a pre-conference information session at the SDLA
Fall Conference in Spearfish in October. It is important for not just school
librarians, but all librarians to understand what these standards will do for us
after they have been adopted.

The Fall Conference is getting closer all the time. The Local Arrangements
Committee is planning a night out in Deadwood. Transportation, gifts, and
coupons will be available to make this an exciting and fun filled evening. We
are excited about this conference in Spearfish and encourage each of you to
make a special effort to attend. Our keynote speaker for the conference will
be Doug Johnson, the Library Media Director for the Mankato (MN) School
District. He is a well known speaker and current president of MENO
(Minnesota State affiliate of AASL and ALA.) More information concerning

Ladies and Gentlemen:

It is shaping up to be a busy summer - busier than anyone would have thought -
for SDLN folks as we slog through the Ex Libris implementation.

Let me share with you some of the highlights:

Representatives from SDLN and SDLN libraries who attended the North
American Aleph Users Group (NAAUG) meeting in Boston had a very
productive and informative conference. One of the highlights of the meeting
was that Gary Johnson was elected to be one of seven members on the NAAUG
Steering Committee. He will be the only representative from a consortium or a
non-ARL library.

Also, SDLN's invitation to hold the annual NAAUG meeting in Spearfish was
accepted. It is on the schedule for 2007, following College Park (Maryland) in
2005 and Knoxville (Tennessee) in 2006.

As you know, the project to convert from PALS to Ex Libris is slightly behind
schedule. At NAAUG and in Orlando at ALA, Gary and some SDLN Executive
Committee members held meetings with several Ex Libris officials reiterating
the fact that it is critical to get academic libraries up by the end of August and
that the soft-STP must resume immediately. Time was also spent with
ExLibris and Syndetics staff to iron out some details of our planned
subscription to added content from Syndetics. It is planned to have book jacket
covers and other helpful content included with the new SDLN OPAC.

Lots of testing must still be done during July. Besides the final tests of the data
conversion process this includes the Marcive loader, OCLC loader, and many
features of ILL and course reserves. Colleen Kirby has a test group ready to test
applications in the smaller libraries. The team is already working to help
libraries review their data. The test team is composed of Todd Butler, Laura
Olson, Jackie Hanson, B.J. Kim, Carlene Aro, Dustin Larmore, Ed Hughes,
Colleen Kirby and others at the state library.

The month of August and possibly the first week of September will be devoted
to converting all Group I (mostly academic) libraries. September and October

will be devoted to converting the Group II libraries: most public and K-12. The
PALS OPAC will be up during this time.

Legislative Committee begins review
of Department of Education

Library Issues Committee begins drafting
2005 Legislative Platform

An Interim Legislative Study Committee has been
formed to review the activities and programs of the State
Department of Education that includes the State Library.
The Legislature reviews two departments each year to
determine the status of departmental programs and
initiatives. It is an opportunity for the state agencies to
inform legislators of their activities and for legislators to
ask questions about what the departments are doing on
behalf of the state. The initial meeting was held at the
State Capitol on June 15. Dorothy Liegl, Acting State
Librarian, was one of the division heads briefing the
legislators and responding to their questions. The
administrative rules related to school accreditation and
school librarian certification are topics under discussion
that are of vital interest to SDLA. Ann Smith, chair of
the School Standards Committee, attended the committee
meeting on behalf of SDLA. At least two more meetings
are planned in late August or September with the next
meeting designated as the forum for hearing public
testimony on education issues. These study committees
are often the source of proposed legislation for the next
session, so SDLA will continue to monitor the
committee’s progress. Visit the Legislative Research
Council website at http://legis.state.sd.us/index.cfm to
learn more.

The Library Issues committee recently held meetings in
Sioux Falls and Rapid City to gather input for the 2005
Legislative Platform. The meetings began with a report
from the SDLA Lobbyist, Dennis Duncan. He felt the past
legislative session was a success. SDLA’s presence is now
recognized by the legislature and SDLA has a “seat at the
table” with the Department of Education. Mr. Duncan
believes SDLA needs to identify legislators to advocate for
SDLA in their caucus.

SDLA President Dennis Nath emphasized that Dr. Rick
Melmer, Secretary of the Department of Education, is open
to working with SDLA and is a friend to education.

Issues were proposed for the 2005 Legislative Platform
include

Funding to support membership in SDLN

Funding for SDLN staff

School Media Curriculum Specialists at the State Library

Items may be placed within the State Library budget
request. Items not funded in the budget, would become a
potential SDLA Legislative bill.

South Dakota Libraries to Begin NACO Participation

Starting in mid-August, five South Dakota academic libraries will cooperate to form the South Dakota NACO Funnel.
NACO is the name authority component of the Library of Congress's Program for Cooperative Cataloging. Members of
NACO contribute original name, title, and series authority records to the Library of Congress Name Authority File.
These authority records specify the authorized forms of names for people, corporations, meetings, and uniform titles.
Authority records assist librarians and patrons by providing a single way to search for an author or title. The searcher
does not need to know all forms of a person's name to find all works written by or about that person. One search that
finds everything makes for a satisfied patron and for better overall library service and catalog integrity. A goal of the
state group is the creation of name authority records for the numerous South Dakota state government agencies. Dustin
Larmore of Dakota State University will serve as the South Dakota NACO Coordinator. Other universities participating
in the project are Augustana College, Northern State University, the South Dakota State Library, and South Dakota State
University. Our participation in NACO will reflect positively on South Dakota because we will be participating in a
specialized and important area of cataloging. Libraries wishing to learn more about NACO or to become a member can
contact Dustin at Dustin.Larmore@dsu.edu.

Works currently being processed by SoDakLIVE staff include the South Dakota Library Bulletin, vol. 49,
Anniversary Issue, 1963 and Hughes County History, compiled by the Hughes County Superintendent of Schools, 1937.

Librarians attend Research 2010

South Dakota's Board of Regents held a one-day symposium, Research 2010: A CONFERENCE ON SCIENCE AND
TECHNOLOGY RESEARCH FOR RESEARCHERS, ADMINISTRATORS, POLICYMAKERS, AND BUSINESS
LEADERS, for the six Regental Universities. The conference, held in Pierre on May 10 in conjunction with Governor
Rounds' Economic Day, focused on how university research can support economic development in South Dakota. The
librarians in the system (along with the SDLA Public Relations committee) thought this was a good opportunity to
present a poster display on the integral role of libraries in research and economic development titled, "BOR Libraries:
Knowledge, Research & Creativity." Libraries were represented well by Stephen Johnson (Distance Education/Business
Librarian, USD), Todd Quinn (Instruction/Reference Librarian, DSU), and Laura Wight (Reference Librarian/Instruction
Coordinator, SDSU). Over 200 researchers, administrators, policymakers and business leaders from South Dakota and
neighboring states visited the display to obtain information on research and economic development resources online as
well as state and federal government resources.

Trustee of the Year: Presented to a trustee of a public library who has contributed by leadership, work, ideas, community relations
or other ways to a significant betterment of library services in that community. The trustee should have given service to the library
beyond attendance at board meetings and should be an active patron of his/her library.

New Librarian of the Year: Recognizes all of those hard-working librarians who are just getting started in the profession. The New
Librarian of the Year is someone who: transformed a routine task or an untried idea into imaginative, creative service; projected a
dynamic image of the professional librarian into the community and offered that community something which it did not have before;
has performed the function of librarian for a period of not more than 10 years in South Dakota.

Friend of the School Library/Media Center: Presented to a school administrator or staff person, a parent, or community member
who has promoted library services in schools and who has contributed outstanding leadership and service to improving those
services.

Friend of the Library: Recognizes a non-librarian who has made a significant contribution to library development in a South
Dakota community. The Friend is someone who has shown initiative, support, and creativity on behalf of a South Dakota library to
the betterment of the library and its services.

Librarian of the Year: The Librarian of the Year award recognizes a member of the SD Library Association who has made an
outstanding contribution to affect and improve library service in a SD community. The winner must have been active in the library
profession in SD for no less than 10 years and have: shown evidence of personal professional achievement, as well as initiative and
creativity, contributed to and participated in the library profession and related fields, focused attention on the status of the librarian in
the community, promoted cooperation between types of libraries and their librarians, actively participated in local affairs, and is
currently involved in librarianship.

Distinguished Service Award: Honors an SDLA member who has made notable contributions to the library profession or has
significantly furthered development of libraries in SD, or has performed exemplary service for an extended period of time.

Friends of the Health Sciences Libraries: Recognize an individual's, group's, or institution's significant leadership or support for
the growth, development or improvement of health sciences library service in South Dakota

Support Staff of the Year: Recognizes support staff who are making a contribution to advance and strengthen support staff in the
library community. The recipient will: demonstrate excellence in performance in his/her field, be active in organizations supporting
library issues, advance and strengthen the image of library staff, demonstrate direct involvement or be focused on Support Staff
working in libraries or information centers, be judged according to the degree by which the status and work of support staff is
improved or enhanced within the library profession.

Intellectual Freedom Award: Recognize an SDLA member or South Dakota resident or group that has exhibited strong support for
Intellectual Freedom in the State of SD and has made significant contributions to the enhancement of First Amendment rights.
